Households’ statistics zs one of the
branches of social and economic statistics,
dealing with the study of population living
standard. National Statistical Service of RA
by technical support of World Bank
conducted two households surveys. First -
since 15 November to 15 December 1996
with sample size 5040 households. Second -
since 1 July 1998 to 30 June 1999 with sample
size 3600 households. The aim of surveys
was to study the population living standards
during the transition period and to reveal
the size and the structure of poverty. In both
cases the sample was self-weight and all the
households have had the same probability
to be included in the sample. Using the
metodology of World Bank in 2001 there was
conducted the households survey with
sample size 4128, in 2002-4634,
in 2003-4641.
