Data on the number of labour resourc-
es, economically active population-the num-
ber of employed population in the economy
and officially registered unemployed popu-
lation are average annual data.

Labour resources cover part of the po-
pulation who have the ability to work. La-
bour resources include all economically ac-
tive (i.e. all employed and unemployed per-
sons) and economically non-active popula-
tion (able-bodied persons not working and
not seeking a job).

Labour resources are formed from:
able-bodied population at working age (per-
sons who are within age limits defined by
national legislation as age of employment
excluding not working invalids of groups 1
and Il and not working citizens who receive
priviledged old-age pensions); working pen-
sioneers and working teenagers.

Economically active population in-
cludes all employed and unemployed
population,who develop labour market (re-
lated to labour force demand for produc-
tion of commodities and services.

Economically non-active population
covers students at working age and those
not participating in production, persons en-
gaged in housekeeping, care of children or
sick relatives, and also persons having no
necessity to work, irrespective of sources of
their incomes and other categories of citi-
zens.

Persons employed are both wage-earn-
ers those (irrespective whether this work is
constant, temporary, seasonal, occasional,
or one-time) and those non wage-earners.

Number of persons employed includes
those persons who work at institutions and
at all organizations of all types, including
those employed at small organizations, pub-
lic organizations, peasant farms, and also
those engaged in entrepreneurial activity, and
self-employed persons.

Unemployed are able-bodied citizens at
working age who are resident in the territo-
ry of the Republic and who in the examined
period do not have work (profitable activi-
ty), seek for a job with the aid of employ-
ment territorial centers or independently
and who are ready to begin work imme-

Unemployment benefits are paid to the-
able-bodied sitizens (at the age of 16 and
above) unemployed citizens who, registered
with employment territorial centers and
according to RA legislation they have sta-
tus of unemployed according to legislation.

Average monthly wages and salaries of
those employed are calculated through
dividing total labour remuneration fund,
both in cash and in kind, by the average
payroll employment, and by the number of
months in the period. Social benefits from
social insurance funds are excluded.
