The section covers data on the value of
money incomes of the population, their
composition and use, average monthly
wages and salaries, number of pensioners
and average monthly pensions.

Money incomes of population include
labour remuneration of all groups of the
population, pensions, benefits, grants, and
other social transfers, returns from
agricultural produce sales, property
incomes in the form of interests on deposits,
securities, dividends, enterpreneurial
incomes, and also loans, incomes from
securities sales, etc.

Money expenditures and savings
include expenses for purchasing goods and
services, compulsory payments and
voluntary contributions (taxes, duties,
insurance payments, contributions to the
public and cooperative institutions,
repayments of bank credits, interest on
commodity credit, etc.) and increase
(decrease) of savings in the form of deposits
and securities.

Real money incomes mean money
incomes adjusted for the consumer price
index for goods and services.

Average monthly nominal wages and
salaries of those employed are calculated
through dividing total labour remuneration
Sfund, both in cash and in kind, by the average
payroll employment, and by the number of
months in the period.

Labour remuneration fund includes all
accrued remuneration amounts in cash and
in kind (irrespective of the source of
financing ) for hours worked off, and also
for hours not worked off, but being paid
(for example, annual leaves), various
bonuses, supplements, material assistance
and social benefits.

Index of real wages and salaries is
computed by dividing the index of average
monthly nominal wages and salaries by

Households’ statistics is one of the
branches of social and economic statistics ,
dealing with the study of population living
standards, particularly its well-being.
National Statistical Service of RA by
technical support of World Bank conducted
two households surveys. First - since 15
November to 15 December 1996 with
sample size 5040 households. Second - since
1 July 1998 to 30 June 1999 with sample
size 3600 households. The aim of surveys
was to study the population living standards
during the transition period and to reveal
the size and the structure of poverty. In
both cases the sample was self-weight and
all the households have had the same
probability to be included in the sample.

Household — is a person or a group of

people who share the budget and the housing
unit, ties of relationship are not obligatory.
Consumer expenditures of households
are cash expenditures on food, non-foods,
alcoholic beverages, as well as payment for
services.
Index of income concentration (Gini

index ) is the deviation of actual volume of

households’ money income from the uniform
distribution. For the egual distribution, Gini
index eguals to zero, for absolute inequality
it equals to one.
