The section covers data on the value of
money incomes of the population, their
composition and use, average monthly
wages and salaries, number of pensioners
and average monthly pensions.

Money incomes of population includes
labour remuneration of all groups of the
population, pensions, benefits, grants, and
other social transfers, returns from
agricultural produce sales, property
incomes in the form of interests on deposits,
securities, dividends, enterpreneurial
incomes, and also loans, incomes from sale
of currency, etc.

Money expenditures and savings
include expenses for purchasing goods and
services, compulsory payments and
voluntary contributions (taxes, duties,
insurance payments, contributions to the
public institutions, repayments of bank
credits, interest on commodity credit, etc.)
expenditures from purchase of currency.

Real money incomes mean money
incomes adjusted for the consumer price
index for goods and services.

Average monthly nominal wages and
salaries of those employed are calculated
through dividing total labour remuneration
fund, both in cash and in kind, by the average
payroll employment, and by the number of
months in the reference period.

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Labour remuneration fund includes
calculated wages salaries for actually work
done in cash and in kind (irrespective of
financical source actual period of payment)
including amount of money calculated for
not worked hours in cases foreseen by the
legislation(yearly and extra leaves), various
bonuses, supplements, material assistance
and social benefits.

Real wages shows quantity of goods and
volume of services, which is possible to buy
with salaries and wages of the reference
period compared to base period consumer
prices.

Real wages are calculated as ratio of
nominal wages of the reference period to the
consumer price index of the same period.

Index of real wages and salaries is
calculated by correlation of the index of
average monthly nominal wages and salaries
by consumer price index for goods and
services. Both indices should refer to
one and the same period.

Average size of assigned monthly
pension (social benefit) is calculated as
ratio of the sum total of the monthly
pensions (social benefits) of all
pensioners (benefit recipients),
registered in the agencies of labour and
social protection, to the number of those
receiving pensions.

Households’ statistics is one of the
branches of social and economic statistics,
dealing with the study of population living
standard. The aim of surveys was to study
the population living standards during the
transition period and to reveal the size and
the structure of poverty. National Statistical
Service of RA by technical support of World
Bank conducted three households surveys.
First - since 15 November to 15 December
1996 with sample size 5040
households(infact-4920). Second - since 1
July 1998 to 30 June 1999 with sample size
3600 households. Inboth cases the sample
was self-weight and all the households have
had the same probability to be included in
the sample. Third survey was conducted in
2004.

Using the metodology of World Bank in
2001 there was conducted the survey in
4037 households, in 2002-4634,
in 2003-4641.

In 2004 by financial support of World
Bank there were conducted 6816 households
integrated survey from 2004 April 1 to 2005
March 31, sample was stratified by marzes,
and based on new adresses base from 2001
census.

Number of households surveyed in
2005 was 5187, in 2006-5184, therefore
the sample was stratified by marzes similar
to 2004.

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Consumer expenditures of households
are cash expenditures on food and non-
foods, aswell as payment for services.

Index of income concentration (Gini
index ) is the deviation of actual volume of
households’ money income from the uniform
distribution. For the egual distribution, Gini
index eguals to zero, for absolute inequality
itequals to one.

A consumption aggregate is used to
approximate well-being in Armenia . It is
assumed that consumption is better declared
and is less sensitive to short-term fluctuations
than income, especially in transition
countries. The consumption aggregate is
estimated based on the Armenia Integrated
Living Conditions Survey (ILCS). It
comprises the following components:

-the value of food and non-food
consumption including consumption from
home production, as well as aid received
from humanitarian organizations and other
sources;

-the rental value of durable goods.

Consumption is measured per adult
equivalent. Poverty indicators are computed
using the 2004 minimum food basket and
the non-food share estimated in 2004.
Poverty lines are adjusted for inflation.

Poor are defined as those with
consumption per adult equivalent below the
poverty line, while very poor (extremely poor)
are defined as those with consumption per
adult equivalent below the food (extreme)
poverty line. In 1998/99, the overall poverty
line and the food line expressed per adult
equivalent per month were 17.663 and
11.210 drams respectively.

The poverty gap of 5.4 percent indicates
that if the country could mobilize resources
equivalent to 5.4 percent of the poverty line for
each individual (both poor and non-poor) and
if these resources were allocated to the poor,
poverty would be theoretically eliminated,
assuming that the assistance to them were
perfectly allocated. If calculated over the poor
population only, the poverty gap indicates
poverty shortfall or deficit, i. e. it shows how
much the average consumption of the poor
falls short of the poverty line. The severity of
poverty measures the inequality among the
poor; it takes into account that some poor are
further away from the poverty line, while some
have consumption closer to it.
