Data on the number of labour resources,
economically active population-the number
of employed population in the economy
and officially registered unemployed popu-
lation, mainly are average annual data.

Labour resources include all economi-
cally active and non-active population.

Labour resources are formed from: able-
bodied population at working age ( defined
by national legislation, excluding not work-
ing invalids of groups I and II and not work-
ing citizens who receive priviledged pen-
sions); working pensioners and working teen-
agers.

Economically active population (la-
bour force) includes all employed and un-
employed population, who develop labour
market (related to labour force supply) for
production of goods and services.

Economically non-active population
covers working age students in daytime
course and not participating in production;
persons engaged in housekeeping, taking care
of children or sick relatives, and also per-
sons, who do not work for various reasons
and do not look for a job.

Number of employed persons includes
wage-earners (employees) and non wage-
earners, irrespective whether this work is
permanent, temprorary, seasonal, occasio-
nal or one-time. Employed persons are as
well as those persons who were temporari-
ly not at work for some reasons.

People who work on the contract basis
signed with the employer, were hired to work
based on an order or certain written or ver-
bal agreement and receive monetary or in
kind compensation as wage and salary are
considered to be wage-earners (employees).

Non wage-earners are the people who
ensure income by own work (employers,
own-account workers, contributing family
workers and members of producers cooper-
atives).

Unemployed

In accordance with the RA existing leg-
islaton -unemployed (officially registered)
consist of capable and able-bodied jobless
citizens who not receive pension established
by legislation (excluding for pensions ap-
pointed at loss of the bread-winner), with
the purpose of job placement are taken on
the account in state service of employment,
areready to start to work and have received
the status of the unemployed.

An alternative indicator is also
calculated by household sample surveys.

In accordance with the standarts of the
International Labour Organization (ILO)are
the persons aged 16 and over who at the
same time meet the following requirements
during the observed period:

a) were without work or gainful
employment,

b) were seeking work by all means during
the last four weeks before the observation
period,

c) were currently available for work during
the two weeks.

According to methodology applied
during the surveys in 2001-2007 jobless per-
sons who had not seeking job during the giv-
en period, but were available to start to work
were also considered as unemployed.

Unemployment rate is calculated as ra-
tio of the number of unemployed to the
number of economically active population
per percent.

Unemployment benefits are paid to the
able-bodied citizens (at the age of 16 and
above), who are registered at the employ-
ment territorial centers and according to RA
legislation they have status of unemployed.
