GENDER ISSUES

Gender statistics plays a key role in mainstreaming
gender into policies of the state and serves as a tool
to adequately assess and reflect the situation of
women and men in economic, social and political
spheres of the society. Gender statistics allows
increasing public awareness about the status of
women in relation to that of men and conducting
systematic study of gender issues. “The importance
of gender statistics was strengthened at the Fourth
World Conference on Women, referred to as
Beijing 1995 in setting the generation and
dissemination of gender-disaggregated data as
strategic objectives for planning and evaluation”.
Discussions at the Conference focused on gender
problems and possible action plan for their remedy,
particularly in the field of educational information.
The following procedures for collecting/presenting
statistical data have been defined:

-according to Article 206 (a), national,
regional, and international statistical agencies, as
well as  specialized government  agencies
cooperating with the scientific research institutions
will provide the UN with the collection, processing,
analysis, and presentation of information on age/sex
composition of population, expressing the
interrelationship and problems of women and men
in the different sectors of society.

-according to the Article 207 (a), states
(countries) should provide clear statistical
publications on women and men.

household heads, and importantly, producing
statistical data on the participation of women and
men, in social and political life of the society - to
name just a few.

In 2003 the National Action Plan (NAP) on
Improving the Status of Women in the Republic of
Armenia and Enhancing their Role in the Society
2004-2010, adopted by the RA Government,
defines the principles, priorities, and key targets of
the public policy that is pursued to address
women’s issues in the Republic of Armenia. NAP is
based on the relevant provisions of the RA
Constitution and is targeted Optional Protocol at
the fulfillment of the UN Convention on the
Elimination of All Forms of Violence against women,
the recom-mendations of the Fourth Beijing
Conference, the UN Millennium Declaration
requirements, the documents of the Council of
Europe Committee for the Equality of Rights of
Women and Men, and commitments of the Republic
of Armenia under other international instruments.
The NAP aims at supporting equal rights and
opportunities for women and men, as a prerequisite
to shape a democratic, social, and legal state and a
flourishing civil society.

1. DEMOGRAPHY

Armenia has an aging and declining population

due to low fertility rates and high emigration.

The population pyramids below show the
change in age and sex structure over the last
decade. Between 2008 (first graph) and 2018
(second graph) the total population declined
from around 3 097 thousand to 2 973
thousand. The widening bars at the top of the
pyramid on the second shows how the elderly
aged 75 and higher, are taking up an

increasing proportion of the total population.

People in RA live longer, marry later
and have fewer children.

Life expectancy at birth has been improving,
especially for women. Girls born in 2017 can
expect to live until age 78.7, much longer than
was the case in 1958 when the average life
expectancy at birth was 70 years, or in 1970
when it was 75. In 2017 male life expectancy at
birth is 71.9 years, compared to 67 years in
1958 and 70 years in 1970.

Average age at first marriage has been
increasing for both men and women. In 2017, on
average women marry at age 26.6 and men - at
age 29.9. This is significantly older than was the
case in 1997, when women married on average
at age 22.1 and men - at age 26.5.

Fertility, or the average number of children per
woman, has declined rapidly since 1990,
particularly in rural areas. In 1990, rural
women had an average of 3.2 children in their
lifetime, compared to 2.3 children per urban
woman. As a result of fallen rates, if in 2014 the
gap between rural and urban has closed, in
2016-2017 the rate for rural areas has been
1.534/1.465 and 1.695/1.627 in urban areas.

The average age of women at first marriage
and the Age at marriage in general are higher
than the average age of mother at the first
childbirth and at childbirth in general. This
reflects the fact that the estimates are based on
the number of registered marriages, whereas
registration of marriages usually occur with
certain delay after the child is born, and there
are cases of second and further marriages
registered at later ages.

Some variations in marital status of
population by age and sex occurred.

There is little difference between the marital
status of men and women by age. Women tend
to get married younger than men. The main
difference is that women are more likely to be
widowed in their old age, mainly due to the
shorter life expectancy of men and women
marry younger. Women are also more likely to
have a marital status of divorced than men,
which may point to a greater tendency among
men to remarry following divorce.
